The Shabbat after Tishah B'av is called Shabbat Nachamu.  Shabbat 

Nachamu (Shabbat of comforting) takes its name from the Haftorah 

from Isaiah in the Book of Isaiah 40:1-26 that speaks of “comforting" 

the Jewish people for their suffering. It the first of seven Haftorahs of 

consolation leading up to the holiday of Rosh Hashanah, the Jewish 

New Year.  This Monday, the 15th of Av, is a joyful day, and 

Tachanun is not recited. On this day, cutting of the wood for the main 

altar in the Temple was completed for the year.
