The Shulchan Aruch writes two important laws regarding Kiddush, in 

section, OC 289:1.  The restriction of eating before Kiddush and the 

need for Kiddush to be made in the same place as the meal, both apply 

during the Friday night Kiddush and the Shabbat Kiddush during the 

day.  This indicates that both the Friday night Kiddush and the 

Shabbat day Kiddush have the same importance.
